Friday, June 26, 2009 is a normal work day for the County,
therefore, Level E (111 spaces including handicap) would be the available
public parking in the structure.

The other issue is, the Board of Commissioners has a no alcohol and/or
illegal drugs policy on County property and signage reflecting this policy
is posted on County grounds during this event. The organizers, if allowed
to lease the top deck, have indicated they would be applying for a 501¢c3
liquor license.
