AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made this day of

2008, between the Charter Township of HARRISON, (the “Township”) of Macomb County, Michigan,
and the MACOMB COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS (the “County™).

WHEREAS, the Township and the County wish to enter an Agreement to provide that the
Macomb County Treasurer shall collect the delinquent personal property tax of the Township for the tax
year 2002 and all subsequent years until canceled by either party.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises of the parties to this Agreement,
the Township and the County agree as follows:

1. Pursuant to Section 56 of Act No. 539 of the Public Acts of 1982, as amended (the “Act”),
the County Treasurer shall be responsible for the collection of the delinquent personal property taxes of

the Township for the tax year 2002 and all subsequent tax years until this Agreement is canceled by
either party.

2. Both the Township and the County, including the County Treasurer, agree to comply with the
requirements of the Act and other applicable laws governing the collection of delinquent personal
property tax.

3. For services performed, the County Treasurer shall add to the amount of the assessed tax, any
collection or administration fee, distraint and sale fee, interest, penalty or charge provided by this Act
and shall also collect whatever costs, fees or expenses allowed by a count if a remedy is pursued
through the courts.

The County will remit taxes collected approximately forty-five days form the end of the
Collection month. All interest earned on collection will be retained by the County.

Acknowledging the terms of this Agreement, the parties have signed below as of the date first
above stated.

This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days written notice.

Mr. Nathaniel Hatchett is an individual who was convicted March 6, 1998 of criminal
sexual conduct for a crime that was committed in November of 1996. Mr. Hatchett's
conviction was as a result of a bench trial in front of the Honorable George Steeh. On
April 14, 2008, Mr. Hatchett was set free and all criminal charges against him were
dismissed because of some post conviction DNA evidence that was presented to the
Court and the current Prosecutor's Office did not oppose the motion to dismiss the
criminal charges.

Mr. Hatchett has now filed a lawsuit in Federal Court alleging that at the time of his first
trial, the Prosecutor’s Office failed to disclose exculpatory evidence. His claims
basically are that his constitutional rights were violated as to due process, deprivation of
liberty and that pursuant to the Federal Civil Rights Act 42USC 1983, he is entitled to
damages against the police officers in the City of Detroit who initially arrested him and
the Sterling Heights Police Officers who handled the investigation and worked in
cooperation in securing a conviction.

The allegations against the County are that there was a policy of the Macomb County
Prosecutor's Office to exclude excuipatory evidence. The claim against Eric Kaiser is
that Mr. Kaiser, who tried the case, failed to disclose exculpatory evidence. Because of
the divergent nature of these claims, it is necessary to have separate counsel for the
County and Mr. Marlinga and Mr. Kaiser.

The law firm of Johnson Rosati LaBarge Aseltyne & Field has represented Macomb
County for many years and represents various municipalities throughout the state and
is familiar with these types of claims.



The law firm of Plunkett Cooney has represented the County of Macomb for over 25
years and likewise has experience in handling these types of l[awsuits. Therefore, it is
the recommendation of the Office of Corporation Counsel that the law firm of Johnson
Rosati LaBarge Aseltyne & Field continue to represent the County of Macomb and Carl

Marlinga in the pending litigation and that the law firm of Plunkett Cooney continue their
representation of Eric Kaiser.
