A Resolution Designating Public Fund
Depositories In Compliance With Act 40
Public Acts of 1932 As Amended

.. Whereas, Act No. 40 of the Public Acts of 1932 as amended entitled “An Act to
Provide for the Designation of Depositories for Public Monies; to Prescribe the Effect
thereof on the Liability for such Deposits, To Suspend the Requirements of Surety Bonds
from Depositories of Public Monies; and to repeal all ACTS and parts of Acts inconsistent
with the provisions of this Act.” Provided therein, amongst other things, that the Board of
Commissioners shall provide by resolution for the deposit of all public monies, including
tax monies, coming into the hands of the County Treasurer, in one or more banks to be
designated by said resolution, and in such proportion and manner as may be further
provided in said resolution; and

Whereas, the Macomb County Treasurer has requested the adoption of the within
resolution, and the repeal of all resolutions inconsistent herewith.

Now Therefore, Be it Resolved By The Board of Commissioners, Speaking For And
On Behalf Of All County Citizens As Follows:

One

That pursuant to Section 2, of Act 40 of the Public Acts of 1932 as amended, the
Board of Commissioners of the C_ounty'of Macomb hereby designates as authorized
depositories of all public monies, including tax monies, coming into the hands of the
County of Macomb Treasurer, the following banking or financial institutons;

Be It Further Resolved by the Macomb County Board of Commissioners that the
following rules of procedure and guidelines relative to deposit of public monies by the
Macomb County Treasurer are hereby adopted in accordance with Section 2 of Act'40 of
the Public Acts 1932 as amended from time to time, and all such deposits of public monies
by the County Treasurer shall be conducted and governed hereby:



a. The Macomb County Treasurer shall recommend a list of banks and
financial institutions eligible for deposit of County public funds. Upon
receipt of such list, the Finance Committee shall annually prepare and offer
a resolution, in accordance with the foregoing cited statutes, setting forth
thle :c[lpprtoﬁ/ed t(:iemgnated depositors together with guidelines and procedures
relative thereto.

b. The Macomb County Treasurer shall deposit all public funds in the
dem%na_lted banks and financial institution in accordance with such
resolution and in such manner as to obtain the highest yield therefrom,
PROVIDED, such deposits shall be made, at the discretion of the County
Treasurer, so that the deposits and maturity dates of investments shall be
consistent with the efficient performance of the financial business of the
County and permit the timely payment of all County and Public obligations.

c. It is further directed that in no event shall the total monies on deposit with
any bank or financial institution exceed 50% of the capitalization of the
individual bank or financial instituton.

d. The County Treasurer shall submit a report everty three months to the

Finance Committee. The report shall contain the following information:

1. Names of individuals banks and financial
Institutions in which deposits have been made.

2. The amount of deposit with each bank or financial institution at the
bg?nmng and end of the reporting period and average monthly
balance.

3. The nature of the deposit or investment, I.E., checking, certificates of
deposit, etc.

4. The interest rates payable an each interest ) )
bearing deposit or investment (interest rate to be reported as yield, if
available).

E. The foregoing provisions are not intended to restrict or control the County

Treasurer in statutory duties and functions but rather to fulfill the statutory
obligation of the County of Macomb relative to the deposit of public monies
and to apprise the Board of Commissioners of the status of such deposits
upon a continuing basis.

AGREEMENT FOR TITLE COMMITMENTS
(TAX REVERSION PROJECT)

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into as of this 30th day of April,
2009, between the Philip F. Greco Title Company, 118 Cass Avenue, Mt.
Clemens, Ml 48043 (“Greco Title”) and the County of Macomb, One S. Main, Mt.
Clemens, Michigan 48043 (“Customer” or “Client”).

Whereas Macomb County desires Greco Title to furnish tittle commitments
/ policies, as part of its tax reversion program pursuant to 1999 PA 123 as
amended so that notice can be properly sent to all parties of interest in a parcel
subject to this process and a title insurance policy be made available to
subsequent purchasers and Greco Title is properly licensed and meets the
statutory requirements to perform this work.

Now, therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises set
forth herein, the parties agree as follows:

Terms of Service

Greco Title shall provide the Macomb County Treasurer with its standard
owner’s title commitment on parcels subject to the tax reversion process as
requested by the Treasurer. The Macomb County Treasurer shall furnish lists of
parcels. The request shall contain:

the name of the taxpayer if known,

the address of the taxpayer, if known,
the address of the property, if known,
the property identification number, and,
the legal description of the property

Greco Title has represented that it has the capacity to handle 10 to 15
commitment orders per day, and can produce the commitments with
approximately five business days turnaround time depending on the complexity
of the chain of title. Greco Title shall notify the Macomb County Treasurer prior to
the commencement of work on parcels by faxing a list to the Treasurer’s office
for review and if the anticipated turnaround time is expected to be substantially
longer than estimated. The parties shall use their best efforts to meet the
requirements of 1999 PA 123 as amended.

Greco Title shall furnish a title commitment on the requested parcels.
Greco Title shall also furnish copies of relevant documents, including mortgages,
assignments, deeds, claims of interest, land contracts, lis pendens, liens, and
mineral rights to allow the Treasurer to determine parties of interest to satisfy the
notice requirements of 1999 PA 123 as amended. Greco Title shall furnish an
ATLA 1992 insurance policy in the amount of $1,000 for each parcel on
properties listed in the County’s judgment of foreclosure.



Greco Title shall at all times hold itself out as an independent contractor of
Macomb County and shall not act as an agent of the County unless authorized
by a policy of insurance issued pursuant to this agreement. This is not an
exclusive arrangement and Macomb County may send title work to other
vendors.

Compensation

Macomb County shall pay Greco Title in accordance with the filed rates of
its underwriter, Chicago Title Insurance Company, as same or on file with the
Commissioner of Financial and Industry Services of the Department of Consumer
and Industry Services, State of Michigan. Said rate is currently $170 for an
informational commitment and if a final policy is issued, the premium for a $1,000
policy is currently $241.50. The title search is subject to change by future filing
and approval of the Commissioner of Financial and Industry Services. Macomb
County shall pay the invoices for the titte commitments orders on a monthly
basis.

Termination and Cancellation

This Agreement may be terminated upon the occurrence of one or more of
the following events, and the terminating party shall not be liable to the other
party solely for the rightful exercise of such right;

By either party if the other party seeks protection under the bankruptcy
laws (other than as a creditor) or any assignment is made for the benefit of
creditors or a trustee is appointed for all or any portion of such party’s assets; or

By either party with 30 days written notice.

Indemnities

The County and Greco Title shall be responsible for their own costs and
expenses, including attorney fees in defending any claims by third parties except
to the extent that the County’s costs and damages are insured under policies
issued pursuant to this agreement.

Nothing in this agreement shall be construed in any fashion to limit
governmental immunity granted to the County of Macomb by statute or court
decision.

Assignments

The vendor shall not assign or transfer this contract or any part thereof
without the written consent of the County of Macomb.

Notices

All notices required to be given pursuant to this Agreement shall be
deemed given when actually delivered in person, or three (3) days after being

deposited in the United States mails, postage prepaid and addressed to the
receiving party.

Entire Agreement

This Agreement is the entire agreement between the parties relating to the
subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior agreements, proposals,
representations, and commitments. This Agreement may be amended only by
an instrument executed by the authorized representatives of both parties.

Governing Law

This Agreement shall be interpreted in its entirety in accordance with the
laws of the State of Michigan, and Customer agrees that the state courts of
Michigan shall have exclusive jurisdiction in any controversy relating to or arising
out of this Agreement.

Term
This agreement shall remain in effect until April 30, 2012 and Macomb
County may renew this agreement for three-year periods by sending written

notice to the vendor prior to the expiration of the applicable term unless this
contract is otherwise terminated as provided herein.
