INTRODUCED BY: Commissioner Dana Camphous-Peterson, Chairperson,
Health and Environmental Services Committee

The Macomb County Water Quality Board met on March 10, 2009. A presentation was given by
Dr. Gregory W. Auner of Wayne State University on the development of a portable real time water
monitor. [t is anticipated that the device would be available for field testing shortly in which the
Health Department will participate. Dr. Auner explained that development of the monitor
necessitated the development of several components which are state of the art technology. The
project has led to expansion into uses in the medical field. It has been the intent of the project to
make the device producible at a low cost and in high volume which will be an economic plus for
the Detroit area.

Dr. Te-Yang Soong of CT| Associates, Inc. reported on progress in the implementation of the
Septage Landfill Bioreactor and long term waste management strategy in St. Clair County. The
bioreactor began taking septage waste in June of 2008 and is producing gas for sale. Currently
the facility could utilize more septage so work is being done in that matter.

Mr. Gary White, Health Department Environmental Director reported that a $192,000 grant had
been received from the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality for a facility Dye Testing
Project. The Board was most pleased to note that Fraser would be receiving $13,000,000 to
correct their SSO problem and that Centerline would also receive funding to correct problems.
The Environmental Prosecutor will investigate how sanitary problems at foreclosed homes might
be addressed relative to their correction and notification of potential buyers.
