The Macomb County Water Quality Board met on May 12, 2009. All members introduced
themselves and provided background relative to their interest in being Board Members.

The Board recognized former members Mr. Tom Morley Jr., Mr. Roy Schwark and Mr. Gerald
DeMaire for their contributions to the Board. Mr. Morley and Mr. Schwark had served on the
Board since its inception in 1998. Letters of commendation were received from Senators Levin
and Stabenow, Representative Levin and Mr. Ken DeBeaussaert on behalf of the Department of
Environmental Quality.

A report was given on overflows. More rainfall has been experienced in 2009 and overflows total
over two billion gallons. A report was given on the Drinking Water Monitoring Network and the
Public Service Consultants study to develop a governance and funding plan. The report and
recommendations are to be finalized in July. It is critical that interim funding be secured until
recommendations can be implemented.
