MONTHLY REPORT FOR SEPTEMBER 2007

Mission: Monitoring, educational, investigatory and enforcement activities toward achieving the goal of all
Macomb County surface waters being in compliance with full body contact standards.

Surface Water Monitoring: 65 sampling locations were monitored this month for E. coli indicator bacteria.
The monitoring for September 2007 indicates that 45% of the sampling locations show improvement over the

historical September data. See the attached data summary.

Bathing Beach Monitoring: Bathing Beach monitoring continued at Blossom Heath Beach and Memorial
Park Beach in St. Clair Shores, Metropolitan Beach in Harrison Township, New Baltimore Beach in New
Baltimore, and the two inland beaches at Stony Creek Metropark in Washington Township. Beaches are
monitored twice weekly for compliance with the Total Body Contact Standards contained in Part 125 of the

Michigan Public Health Code (P.A. 368, 1978).
