RESOLUTION TO: Receive and file a report of the Macomb County Water Quality Board

INTRODUCED BY: Commissioner Philis DeSaele, Chairperson, Health Services Committee

A meeting of the Macomb County Water Quality Board was held on July 8, 2008. After discussion
involving the use of pervious surfaces in a location in Lenox Township and a statement by former
Chairman of the Macomb County Board of Commissioners, John Hertel, that current requirements
mandating asphalt surfaces must be changed to allow for the use of pervious surfaces to protect water
quality and wetlands. The Water Quality Board unanimously passed a resolution endorsing the use of
pervious surfaces on roads, streets, parking lots, driveways, etc. The Board also directed a
communication be sent to minor jurisdictions, their Planning Boards and Variance Committees strongly
encouraging the change in regulations to allow the use of pervious surfaces.

Mr. Steve Lichota, Associate Director, Environmental Health Division presented a report on wet weather

and the increase in E.colfi counts. Ms. Megan McGahey of ECT, Inc. spoke on the wet weather findings
of the Lake St. Clair Regional Monitoring Project.

MONTHLY REPORT JUNE 2008

Mission: Monitoring, educational, investigatory and enforcement activities toward achieving the goal
of all Macomb County surface waters being in compliance with full body contact standards.

Surface Water Monitoring: 61 sampling locations were monitored this month for £. cofi indicator
bacteria. The monitoring for June 2008 indicates that 41% of the sampling locations show improvement
over the historical June data. See the attached data summary.

Bathing Beach Monitoring: Monitoring for the 2008-bathing season resumed April 16, 2008 for
Blossom Heath Beach and Memorial Park Beach in St. Clair Shores, Metropolitan Beach in Harrison
Township, New Baltimore Beach in New Baltimore and the two inland beaches at Stony Creek Metro
Park in Washington Township. Beaches are monitored twice weekly for compliance with the Total
Body Contact Standards contained in Part 125 of the Michigan Public Health Code (P.A. 368, 1978).

Facility Dye Testing Grants:
During the first six months of 2008, 357 industrial, institutional, residential and commercial buildings

were dye tested as part of the dye testing grants in Warren, Center Line, Fraser, Roseville, Eastpointe
and St. Clair Shores. A total of 25 illicit connections were identified. Approximately 7% of the buildings
tested have had an illicit connection of some type.
