Elmer J. Kuss On September 29, 2008, the Urban County of Macomb learned that it would
Betty M. Slinde receive Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) funding from the U.S.

Department of Housing & Urban Development. In order to receive this grant, the
Urban County must submit a Substantial Amendment to its 2008 CDBG Annual
Plan to HUD for review and approval.

BACKGROUND

The President signed the Housing and Economic Recovery Act into law on July
29, 2008. This Act allocated $110 billion for foreclosure assistance. Of that
amount $3.9 billion has been provided to NSP to assist 300 communities across
the Country. These communities have the highest rates of foreclosure. NSP is
intended to help communities address the adverse conditions resulting from
foreclosures. It is not intended to assist homeowners facing, or going through,
foreclosure. Congress directed HUD, and all recipients, to target those areas
with the highest degree of foreclosure distress and mandated that funds be put to
use expeditiously, to address the identified need.

The Urban County of Macomb will receive $9,765,375 in NSP funds. Clinton
Township, Sterling Heights and Warren will receive their own allocations.
Roseville and St. Clair Shores are not covered but can apply to the State, and
secondarily to the Urban County, if the State declines their requests.

The allocations were published on September 29, in a Federal reguiation that also
established a December 1 submission deadline. Failure to meet that target will result in
the loss of funds, which would then be given to the State.

The Urban County has designed a program concept that would in order to meet the
timeframe:

allocate 10% of the grant for planning and administration.
aliocate 40% of all non-administrative funds to purchase foreclosed properties
anywhere within the Urban County.
allocate the remaining 60% to the most distressed communities.

» use funds to acquire, repair and market homes for resale to homebuyers at or below
120% of Area Median Income.

* reserve, in conformance with Congressional mandate, 25% of project costs for
activities to assist families at or below 50% of Area Median Income.

» allow redevelopment proposals from the targeted communities.

The Urban County’s NSP, with a possible exception for redevelopment activities, will be
directly administered by Community Development staff in order to ensure compliance
with statute and regulation. This Substantial Amendment submitted for Board
consideration is conceptual due to the severe time constraints imposed. We expect to
modify it over time as staff and communities evaluate activity and administrative options.
