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Fast Facts for Successful Interview Judging

1. Establish Rapport

· Smile and greet the person by name whenever possible

· Ask questions to determine their age, skill, experience level, years in 4-H, etc.

2. Examine Learning

· Ask the exhibitor questions

· Listen carefully to their answers

3. Recognize Accomplishments

· Provide specific, positive feedback

· Tell the 4-H’er what they did particularly well with the project

4. Discuss ways to Improve

· Give 4-H’ers suggestions on how they may try a new technique to improve on a particular part of the project.

· Encourage the 4-H’er to talk about what they would do different and why

5. Encourage and Guide Future Learning

· Suggest additional projects in this or related fields

· Suggest classes/workshops that may assist in learning new techniques
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
