        Lynne Seymour, environmental engineer for the Macomb County Public Works Office, was named the 2011 Watershed Management Professional of the Year by the Michigan Water Environment Association.
        Seymour was lauded for her decade-long efforts to improve storm water management and working with numerous groups on watershed issues. 

        “It is a well-deserved award, and an accomplishment that makes the Public Works Office proud,” said Macomb County Public Works Commissioner Anthony V. Marrocco. 

         The award was the second one awarded to the Macomb County Public Works Office in recent weeks.  The other acclaim was for Commissioner Marrocco’s successful woody debris (log jam) management program. The program was given an honorable mention in the “innovative and excellence” category by the Michigan Association of County Drain Commissioners.

     The award-winning woody debris program included training other organizations by the Public Works staff on how to conduct stream clean ups.

      Seymour, who supervises the woody debris program for Public Works, was hailed “as a force in watershed and storm water management,” by Bill Stone, in his written nomination on behalf of Seymour for the Watershed Management Professional award..

          Stone, who works for Environmental Consulting and Technology, Inc., said Seymour has worked with many local, county and regional agencies in the development of watershed management plans.

           “She continues to organize and facilitate the meetings of many subwatersheds, and provides communities with direction and insight into the Phase II storm water permit compliance process,” Stone said in the nomination. “The county and the region are much better for her efforts.”
            Seymour, Who has been with the Public Works office 14 years, oversees the federal government Phase II permit program for Macomb County that includes 16 school districts and Macomb Community College. She also assists communities in obtaining Phase II permits, including communities in Oakland and Wayne counties.

            Beyond her role in watershed matters, Seymour is a leader on environmental issues and projects in the region. Here are some of her roles and accomplishments:

· She is the supervisor of the Public Works highway and river clean up programs.

· Helped spearhead creation of the 37-acre Nicholson Nature Center adjacent to the Public Works property.

·  Was the catalyst for installation of environmentally friendly features at the new Public Works Office in Clinton Township such as a rain garden, porous paver sidewalk and bio swale. The Public Works Office was the first Macomb County government department to “go green.”

· Helped write the first book in Michigan --- along with Tetra Tech Engineering, of Lansing ----- on log jam removal techniques.

· Involved in innovative environment projects such as using DNA markers to determine that birds were the major cause of pollution of the public beach in New Baltimore.

          The Michigan Water Environment Association, established in 1925, represents more than 2,000 water quality professionals statewide who are dedicated to preserving, restoring and enhancing Michigan’ water resources through public education and political action.
