   Public Works Commissioner Marrocco Elected

   Chairman of Huron Clinton Metroparks Board

  Macomb County Public Works Commissioner Anthony V. Marrocco was elected chairman of the Huron Clinton Metropolitan Authority board of trustees. 
  Commissioner Marrocco, who was just recently appointed to a new six-year term on the board, was voted chairman by the other six trustees of the HCMA.The vote was unanimous.
  The Huron-Clinton Metropolitan Authority operates 13 Metroparks around Metro Detroit in Macomb, Oakland, Washtenaw, Wayne and Livingston counties, oversees a budget of $73.5 million and supervises a full time staff of 225 employees and 800 part time workers.

  The parks, which encompass 24,000 acres of various outdoor activities, attract 9.5 million visitors a year.
   Commissioner Marrocco, now in his 19th year as the Macomb Public Works Commissioner, oversees 900 storm drains in Macomb County, is in charge of the 21-mile long Macomb Interceptor Drain system and has teamed up with Oakland County to take over operation of the 21-mile long Oakland Macomb Interceptor. 

   Commissioner Marrocco is active in many community functions. He is a founding member and former chairman of the St. Joseph Hospital (now Henry Ford) Ambassador Club, is a member of the board of directors of the Macomb Health and Fitness Foundation, Inc., and a member of the board of trustees of Care House, a children’s advocacy organization based in Mount Clemens. 

   Commissioner Marrocco has also served as a trustee on the Chippewa Valley School Board and also as a commissioner on the Macomb County Board of Commissioners.

    He is also a member of the Knights of Columbus and the Order of Alhambra.

    Commissioner Marrocco was inducted into the Macomb County Hall of Fame

 for his “outstanding contribution to the lives of (county) citizens” and has received awards and honors from many organizations such as the Warren Symphony.

     Commissioner Marrocco is a lifelong resident of Macomb County. He was born in Detroit and raised in East Detroit (now Eastpointe), attending both public and Catholic schools as a youngster. He graduated from Notre Dame High School in Harper Woods. After high school, Commissioner Marrocco attended the University of Detroit where he earned a bachelor’s degree.

   A lifelong resident of Macomb County, Commissioner Marrocco now resides in Clinton Township. He has two married daughters, Armanda and Michelle, and is the proud grandfather of a grand daughter and four grandsons.
