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MACOMB COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

In our County, as in the 82 other counties of Michi-
gan, the Board of Commissioners is the legislative, ad-
ministrative and policy making body for the county. Qur
Board is composed of 25 members who are elected every
two years. There are eight major committees, three spec-
ial committees, 27 sub-committees and such special
committees as may be appointed from time to time for
specific purposes.

SESSIONS OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Organizational Session — The first meeting of the
session, to be known as the Organizational Session of
the Board of Commissioners shall be held in January of
each year, at which time the permanent Chairman,
Vice-Chairman and Sergeant-at-Arms shall be elected.

Annual Session — (The Annual Session of the
Board of Commissioners shall be held each year after
September 14 but before October 16.)

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Public Act No. 261 of 1966
{As amended)

An act to provide for the apportionment of county
boards of commissioners; to prescribe the size of the
board; to prescribe the manner of election of the mem-
bers of the county board of commissioners.

Sec. 1. Within 60 days after the publication of the
latest United States official decennial census figures,
the county apportionment commission in each county of
this state shall apportien the county into not less than 5
nor more than 35 county commissioner districts as
nearly of equal population as is practicable and within
the limitations of Section 2.

Under 5,001 Not more than 7
5,001 to 10,000 Not more than 10
10,001 to 50,000 Not more than 15
50,001 te 600,000 Not more than 21
Over 600,000 25 to 35

Section 9. The electars of each disirict established
in accordance with this act shall elect one county com-
missioner to the county hoard of commissioners. There
shall be no representation on the county beard of com-
missioners other than that set forth by the provision of
this act.

Section 10. The term of each commissioner shall be
concurrent with that of state representatives as
specified in article 4, Section 3 of the state constitution,

Section 11. Candidates for the office of commis-
sioner shall be residents and registered voters of the dis-
trict which they seek to represent and shall remain so to
hold their office, if elected. Nominations and elections
for commissioners shall be by partisan elections. To ob-
tain the printing of the name of any person as a candi-
date for nomination for the office of commissioner upon
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the official primary ballot, there shall be filed with the
county clerk of each county, a filing fee of $100 or nomi-
nation petitions signed by a number of qualifed and re-
gistered electors residing with the district, equal to not
less than 1% nor more than 4% of the number of votes
cast in the district by such party for the office of secret-
ary of state at the last general election in which a secret-
ary of state was elected. The deadline for filing nomina-
tions petitions or filing fees shall be the same as candi-
dates for state representative.

GENERAL INFORMATION

COUNTY OFFICERS

The Michigan Consitution provides that the voters
of each county must elect a Prosecuting Attorney,
Sheriff, County Clerk, Register of Deeds, County Trea-
surer and Drain Commissioner or Public Works Com-
missioner every four years.

CLERK AND REGISTER OF DEEDS

Macomb County has combined the Clerk and Regis-
ter of Deeds offices and Edna Miller holds that office.

Over 1,110 different services are performed by the
office of the County Clerk, most of them statutory.

The County Clerk is clerk of the Circuit Court and
clerk of the following Boards: Board of Commissioners,
Board of Election Commissioners, Tax Allocation
Board, Board of County Canvassers, County Plat Board,
Civil Service Commission — Macomb County Sheriff
Department, Election Scheduling Committee and Con-
cealed Weapons Licensing Board.

Other functions of the Clerk are primarily record
keeping in nature. The Vital Records Section has re-
cords of county births and deaths from 1867, marriage
licenses issued from 1819. Certificates of assumed
names and co-partnerships, records of discharges of
military personnel and records of those persons au-
thorized to practice certain professions are some of the
various records the Clerk is required by law to keep. The
Clerk issues marriage licenses, notary public commis-
sions, concealed weapon permits and processes passport
applications.

All Circuit Court cases, both civil and ¢riminal, are
started in the Clerk’s office and records of these cases,
dating from 1848 are kept there,

The Clerk’s Election Department conducts state

and county elections. The canvass of votes in state,
county school and some city and township elections is
under the jurisdiction of the County Clerk who is re-
sponsible to the Michigan Secretary of State for certified
resulls of elections.

The Register of Deeds records all deeds and
mortgages which have to do with properties located
within the boundaries of Macomb County. All subdivi-
sion plats within the county are also on record in the Re-
gister’s office. Financing statementson automobiles an'd
other personal property are filed, as are attachments, lis
pendens, federal tax liens, Michigan tax liens,
mechanics liens and Sheriff’s deeds.

PROSECUTING ATTORNEY

The Prosecuting Atiorney, Carl J. Marlinga, is the
chief law enforcement officer in the County. The office is
established by the Michigan Constitution and the duties
and qualifications of the Prosecuting Attorney are set by
statute.

The Prosecuting Attorney is a sworn impartial arhi-
ter, charged with the conduct of criminal prosecution of
the violations of state criminal laws in the interest of the
people. As a minister of justice, he is also charged with
defending those unjustly accused.

He rvepresents the County in all Courts of the
County and before the Supreme Court and Court of Ap-
peals in criminal matters in which the state or county is
interested.

In Macomb County, the Prosecuting Attorney's of-
fice is on the Sixth Floor of the Court Building. It is staf-
fed with 38 attorneys — Prosecuting Attorney Marlinga
and his 37 appointed Assistants. They service the Dis-
trict Courts, Municipal Courts, the three divisions of
Probate Court and eight Circuit Courts,
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PUBLIC WORKS COMMISSIONER

The basic job of Macomb County Public Works Com-
;nissioner Thomas S. Welsh is to build a more livable

and.

It’s an assignment that thrusts his office into the
forefront of a wide range of public works activities . . .
activities such as flood control, pollution control, water
managemeni, sewage treatment, solid waste disposal,
subdivision plat review, soil erosion control, parks and
recreation, and construction of storm drains, water liues
and sanitary sewers.

His involvement in these programs is extensive and
includes responsibility for initial planning, final design,
sale of honds, securing federal/state grants, construc-
tion, inspection, maintenance, repair, adminisiration
and debt retirement,

Facilities owned or operated by the office include
three sewage treatment works, 42 waste water pump
stations, 20 storm water retention basins/pump sta-
tions, 668 miles of storm drains, 174 miles of sanitary
sewers and 43 miles of water lines.

The Public Works Commigsioner is chairman of the
Intra-County Drainage Boards, secretary/member of
the Inter-County Drainage Boards, agent for the
Macomb Sanitary District and a statutory member of
the Parks and Recreation Commission and Technical
Review Commitiee of the County Solid Waste Planning
Commitiee.

SHERIFF

Sheriff William H. Hackel’s jurisdiction encompas-
ses the entire County. As a law enforcement agent, it is
his sworn duty to enforce all laws and to protect the
lives, property and welfare of the people.

So that he may fulfill these obligations, he main-
tains a Sheriff's Patrol, a Marine Patrol, SCUBA divers,
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polygraph facilities, identification bureau and many
other services.

In addition, it is his responsibility to confine and se-
cure all prisoners in the County jail, providing them
with proper food and health facilities.

Not only does the Sheriff have criminal jurisdiction,
his responsibility alse deals in ¢ivil process.

The Sheriff is one of three members of the Con-
cealed Weapons Licensing Board.

TREASURER

The Office of the County Treasurer exists by virtue
of Michigan law, the functions of which are dictated by
state statutes, along with guidelines of the Bureau of
Local Government Services Audit Division, as agent for
State Treasury Department. As County Treasurer,
Adam E. Nowakowski, is custodian of all monies and
securities of Macomb County. By virtue of his office, he
is Treasurer of the County Employees’ Retirement Sys-
tem and a voting member of the County Election Com-
mission and County Plat and Tax Allocation Board.

Some of the duties and functions of your County
Treasurer include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Agent for the State to conduct the annual May

Tax Sale.

2. The administration of the Michigan State Inheri-

tance Taxes.

3. The administration of dog licenses in unincorpo-

rated units of government in Macomb County.

4. The administration of deed and plat certifications

within Macomb County.

5. Administrative agent for the Delinquent Tax Re-

volving Fund.

One of the Treasurer’s primary and mandated
duties, per State Statute, is to settle with all local units
of povernment within Macomb County for delinquent
real tax collections. Hence, your County Treasurer be-
comes responsible for the collection of all delinquent
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real property taxes. As the administrative agent for the
Delinquent Tax Revolving Fund, the County Treasurer
borrows funds by issuing short term notes. The process
of these notes are distributed to all units of government
for immediate use of their approved tax levy, The short-
term notes are retired by the collection of delinquent
taxes and earned interest. The local school districts, in-
termediate school, Huron-Clinton Metropolitan Au-
thority, Cities, Townships and Villages in Macomb
County appreciate the prompt receipt of funds. The
100% tax payment program was adopted by your Board
of Commissioners in 1973.

BOARD OF CANVASSERS

Each eounty must have such a board to canvass all
state, county, school and some city, township and village
elections. After the primary and general elections, the
board reviews, analyzes and serutinizes results to deter-
mine who has been nominated in primary elections and
which candidates are elected in general elections. After
the general elections, the board delivers certificates of
election to the County Clerk. The board is also empo-
wered to conduct recounts in certain elections.

COMMUNITY MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES

The Community Mental Health Services Board is
responsible for providing mental health, substance
abuse, and developmental disabilities services in the
county through both directly operated and contract
agencies. The program is supported by state and county
funds as well as individual fees and insurance reim-
bursement.

There are a number of service programs funded by
the agency, including a 24-hour telephone crisis center;
a 24-hour psychiatric emergency service; mental health
outpatient centers for children and families; mental
health outpatient centers for adults; substance abuse
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treatment and prevention programs; rehabilitation
workshops/day programs for developmentally disabled
persons; limited residential services; counseling and
diagnostic services; client services management func-
tions; a rape crisis program; vocational services; and
mental health and substance abuse programs for per-
sons in the county jail.

COMMUNITY SERVICES AGENCY

Using County funds in conjunction with Federal
funding, this Agency operates several human service
programs including — General Community Program-
ming, Senior Citizen Nutrition, Senior Citizen Chore
Service, Head Start, Day Care, Emergency Food, Com-
modity Foods, Food Stamp Distribution, Weatheriza-
tion, and Emergency Heating Assistance. Programs are
initiated and overseen by the Macomb County Cormrnit-
tee on Community Economic Opportunity and the
Macomb County Board of Commissioners.

CONCEALED WEAPONS LICENSING BOARD

Michigun law states that the Prosecuting Attorney,
the Sheriff and the Commissioner of the Michigan State
Police, or their respective authorized deputies, shall
constitute boards exclusively authorized to issue
licenses for carrying concealed weapons to applicantare-
siding within the county. The County Clerk is the clerk
of the board and issues such licenses as approved by a
majority of the board.

COOPERATIVE EXTENSION SERVICE

The Cooperative Extension Service is one compo-
nent of Michigan State University’s Education Pro-
gram, as established in 1914 under the authority of Fed-
eral Smith Lever Act (38th Statute, Law 372) and Michi-
gan Public Act 65, Laws of 1915, and subsequent amend-
ments. Funds are provided to “. . . aid in diffusing
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among the people of the United States useful and practi-
cal information on subjects related to Agriculture and
Home Economics and to encourage the application of the
same . . .” Cooperative Extension Service is jointly fi-
nanced by U.S. Department of Agriculture, Michigan
State University and Macomb County Board of Commis-
sioners.

Non-formal education programs in Macomb County
are provided in agriculture, horticulture, natural re-
sources, public policy, home economics and nutrition,
and in youth development (4-H). Specialists in subject
matter areas at Michigan State University support
county staff in programs and services which require
special technical knowledge.

CORPORATION COUNSEL

Corporation Counsel is appointed by the Board of
Commissioners to serve as legal counsel to the Board
and parlimentarian for all Board meetings. Corporation
Counsel provides legal advice to all County officials and
departments and prepares and/or reviews and approves
all County contracts and resolutions. Corporation Coun-
sel also serves as General Counsel to the Macomb
County Employees Retirement System and other
Boards, Agencies and Commissions funded and/or
supervised or controlled by the Macomb County Board of
Commissioners. In addition, Corporation Counsel repre-
sents the County, its officials, and agencies in all civil
proceedings that may be brought in the various Federal
and State Courts and Tribunals.

COUNCIL ON AGING

The Council on Aging receives County, Federal and
State Funds to provide a variety of services for Macomb
residents age 60 and older which includes: Group and In-
dividual Counsgeling, Outreach (home and community
visits), Information and Referral, Protective Financial
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and Personal Management, Loan Closet, Informational
Programs on Senior lssues, Employment, Telephone
Reassurance, Senior Citizen 1D/Discount Card and Di-
rectory and other support services. They also administer
the Adult Day Care Program for the frail, impaired el-
derly for the Board of Commissioners.

BOARD OF ELECTION COMMISSIONERS

The law requires that this board be created to pre-
pare ballots for state and county elections and deter-
mine clarity of wording on recall petitions. It consists of
the senior Probate Judge, the County Treasurer and
County Clerk.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES SYSTEM (EMS)

The EMS system functions under the authority of
the Public Health Code, which establishes that each
County in the State of Michigan shall be designated as a
region of medical control for emergency medical services
within their jurisdiction,

The Macomb County Medical Control Board
{(known as the EMS Executive Council) is appointed by
the Chairman of the Board of Commissioners with con-
firmation by the board and functions under the direction
of a Project Medical Director (PMD), who is also ap-
pointed by the Chairman of the Board. This Executive
Council is mandated by the Code to assure that all ad-
vanced mobile emergency care services (ALS) and basic
mobile emergency care services (BLS), both public and
private, conform with the rules and regulations promul-
gated by the Michigan Department of Public Health.

This non-paid Executive Council consists of repre-
sentatives from five cooperating hospitals, physicians,
nurses, paramedics, ambulance operations, consumers,
Fire and Police Chiefs Association, Macomb Communi-
ty College, County Radio and Health Departments.

The Council is also responsible for establishing
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minimum procedural standards in the areas of patient
treatment protocols, patient care quality review, train-
ing and continuing education for EMS technicians, sys-
tem tele-communications and security, control and ex-
change of pharmaceuticals used by ALS units. The EMS
program in Macomb County is administered by the
Macomb County Health Department.

EMERGENCY SERVICES

Emergency Services is responsible for the planning,
administration, coordination and operation of resources
and manpower of all County agencies and departments
having a disaster operations capability during declared
emergencies. Kmergency Services Coordinator acts as
staff aide to the Chairman of the Board of Commission-
ers in time of any natural or manmade disaster. Public
warning, communications, training and development in
implementation of survival planning are additional re-
sponsibilities.

EMPLOYEES’ RETIREMENT BOARD

The board was created under permissive legislation
to administer the employees’ pension fund.

FACILITIES AND OPERATIONS

The Department of Facilities and Operations is
structured to provide professional engineering and
maintenance service in planning, construction, mainte-
nance, and operations of all County-owned buildings
and grounds.

The department has four divisions: Facilities En-
gineering Division, Operations and Mechanical Mainte-
nance Division, Building Maintenance, and Security Di-
vigion. The entire operation is coordinated through an
administrative section.

The Facilities Engineering Division directs and
coordinates the professional engineering services such
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as consultation, investigation, and planning for the con-
gtruction, alteration and maintenance of all county-
owned facilities.

The Operations and Mechanical Maintenance Divi-
sion 1s responsible for the proper operation and mainte-
nance of the mechanical and equipment in all county
facilities.

The Building Maintenance Division provides the
personnel, material and equipment to plan and direct
the technical services of maintenance, custodial service,
building management and county skilled trade forces
for the existing county-owned facilities.

The purpose of the Macomb County Security Divi-
sion is to safeguard the buildings owned and operated by
Macomb County from theft, vandalism, and malicious
destruction of property. An additional function of this
Security Division is to assist both County employees
and/or the general public in providing information and
other types of requested assistance.

FINANCE DIRECTOR

The Finance Director is appointed by the Board of
Commissioners and has certain statutory duties pre-
scribed by law including the maintenance of the neces-
sary books and ledgers to control the expenditures of all
County departments, and the preparation and presenta-
tion of the annual budget and the general appropria-
tions resolution. The Finance Director supervises the
County Budget and the expenditures thereunder for the
Board of Commissioners to assure that a balanced
budget is maintained.

The Finance Director is Secretary of the Employees
Retirement Commission and performs other duties as
prescribed by the Board of Commissioners.

Under authority of the Board of Commissioners, the
Finance Director has the administrative responsibility
for the following departments: Equalization, Account-
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
