




office procedures, and where feasible, to automate man­
ual procedures. 

The data entry section is responsible for all infor­
mation required as input to the computer, and is also 
responsible for the entry of data via computer termi­
nals, and the training of terminal operators. 

PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION 

The ten member Commission was established in 
1966 by the Board of Commissioners for the study, ac­
quisition and development of needed parks and open 
space. Functioning under the Board of Commissioners, 
the Commission developed the William Tuckar County 
Park near the Clinton River Spillway and the Macomb 
County Park at 15000 Metropolitan Parkway near 
Schoenherr Road. The Freedom Hill County Park, is 
the scene of many events including festivals, shows and 
musical events. Located at the park is the multi-pur­
pose recreational Independence Building. The William 
Tuckar County Park hosts picnicking and fishing. 

PLANNING COMMISSION 

The Department of Planning, Community and 
Economic Development includes the Macomb County 
Planning Commission, created under the County Plan­
ning Act, P.A. 282, of 1945, as amended. Established in 
1956, the Planning Commission's duties have recently 
been expanded to include the monitoring of Communi­
ty and Economic Development divisions. The eleven 
member Planning Commission is responsible for exa­
mining the existing needs of the County, projecting fu­
ture growth for the next 20 to 30 years, and suggesting 
a means by which this growth can be guided. 

Primary activities of the Planning Division in­
clude research, program development and undertaking 
special projects for the Board of Commissioners as well 
as providing planning, graphic arts and audio-visual 
assistance to other County departments. The Planning 

Staff conducts a wide range of major program activi ties 
under the direct auspices of the Board of Commission­
ers. Major projects which are being given high priority 
are an aviation feasibility study, reorganization of pub­
lic transit services, a transit private sector initiative 
feasibility study and the planning and coordination of 
an enhanced emergency telephone system (E 9-1-1). 

In addition, the Planning Commission prepares de­
tailed maps of the County and individual 
municipalities, including school districts and road sys­
tems. It is the central coordinating office for U.S. Cen­
sus activities and also prepares statistical reports on 
population, economic, land use and other planning re­
lated activities. 

The Community Development division adminis­
ters the Community Development Block Grant Pro­
gram which is designed to address the needs of low and 
moderate income persons. Participating municipalities 
are eligible for community improvement and single 
family housing rehabilitation projects. 

The Economic Development division promotes bus­
iness and industrial expansion activity in the County 
through the Macomb County Community Growth Al­
liance and the Business Assistance Network. Primary 
responsibilties include efforts to retain existing 
businesses and attract new businesses, assistance for 
initiation or expansion of businesses, and assistance in 
financing and site location. 

PLAT BOARD 

A plat is a ptan or description for subdividing land. 
State law requires that a County Plat Board be created 
to examine and pass upon all proposed plats as to suita­
bility, conformity to general plan, possible conflicts 
with other plats and conformance with street and alley 
layouts of adjacent plats. This board consists of the 
Chairman of the Board of Commissioners, the County 
Clerk and Register of Deeds and the County Treasurer. 
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PROBATE COURT 

The Court has exclusive jurisdiction for: the ad­
ministration of deceased persons' estates; inter-vivos 
and testamentary trusts; appointment of guardians 
and conservators for minors and legally incapacitated 
adults; determination and administration of disap­
peared persons' estates; name changes; secret mar­
riages and waiver of certain requirements to obtain a 
marrige license; civil proceedings regarding the men­
tally ill and developmentally disabled person. 

The Juvenile Division of Probate Court has origi­
nal jurisdiction in cases involving juvenile deliquents, 
neglected and dependent children, adoptions and cases 
involving juvenile delinquents under 17 years of age 
and concurrent jurisdiction with Circuit Court for those 
17 years of age. 

RADIO DEPARTMENT 

The Radio Department has the responsibility of 
system design, maintenance and coordination of 
municipal public safety radio systems for Macomb 
County and its political subdivisions. This includes all 
Federal Communications Commission licensing, writ­
ing specifications for and acting as consultant to the 
various police, fire, highway maintenance, depart­
ments of public works, and other agencies using two 
way radios. Macomb is the only county in the state of­
fering this service for the benefit of the public. 

REIMBURSEMENT DEPARTMENT 

The department handles accounts established by 
the Probate Courts and other county agencies. It takes 
care of matters pertaining to billings and collecting of 
costs of Youth Home and boarding home care of chil­
dren and juvenile, private mental hospital care costs, 
state institutional costs, resident county hospitaliza­
tion program for which the county is responsible and 
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other miscellaneous accounts. The department audits 
time and costs of the above mentioned accounts as well 
as investigating the ability of responsible persons to 
reimburse the county for services rendered. The depart­
ment works closely with the Probate Court and State of 
Michigan and makes recommendations regarding 
reimbursement, based on financal information ob­
tained from responsible parties. 

BOARD OF ROAD COMMISSIONERS 

The three Road Commissioners are appointed by 
the Board of County Commissioners to operate the 
Road Commission in accordance to the procedures as 
outlined in Act 51 of Public Acts of 1951, as amended. 

The duties of the Road Commissioners are to for­
mulate policies and oversee their implementation. The 
Road Commission receives their main revenues from 
the State gasoline and weight tax. The Commission 
constructs, operates and maintains 3,635 lane miles of 
County primary and local roads and 755 bridges and 
drainage structures. Further, the Road Commission 
maintains 175.3 miles of State Trunklines and Free­
ways, under contract, for the Michigan Department of 
Transportation. 

SOCIAL SERVICE BOARD 

The law requires that each county create a Social 
Services Board consisting of three members. The Board 
is responsible for supervising and evaluating the ad­
ministration of adult hospitalization, medical care 
facilities (Martha T. Berry Memorial Medical Care 
Facility) and county foster care for children. The Board 
also represents the "public interest" and assures appro­
priate accountability for programs and services ad­
ministered by the Macomb County Department of So­
cial Services. 
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DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES 

The program and administrative costs of the De­
partment are both state and federally funded. The em~ 

ployees are classified as state employees under the 
jurisdiction of the rules and regulations established by 
the Michigan Civil Service Commission as well as by 
labor contracts. The County department, under the di­
rection of the Michigan Department of Social Services, 
administers the following financial assistance pro­
grams - Aid to Dependent Children, General Assist­
ance, Food Stamps, Emergency Needs, Medical Assist­
ance. It also administers the following social services 
programs - Children's Protective Services, Adult Pro­
tective Services, Adoption, Foster Care, Community 
based services for Delinquent Children, Foster Care 
Home licensing, Employment and Training programs, 
Adult Services and Prevention Services for Families. 

TAX ALLOCATION BOARD 

State law requires that each county have a board 
to allocate the constitutional 15 mill tax levy between 
the county, townships and school districts, on the basis 
of need, as determined by a survey of the tentative 
budgets submitted by each of the units. 

BOARD OF TAXATION 
(EQUALIZATION DEPARTMENT) 

This department maintains assessment and 
equalization records, surveys, assessments and assists 
the Board of Commissioners in the matter of equaliza­
tion of assessments and assists the local assessing offIc­
ers in the performance of any duties imposed upon such 
officers. This includes development and maintenance of 
accurate property descriptions, the discovery, listing 
and valuation of properties for tax purposes and the de­
velopment and use of uniform valuation standards and 
techniques for the assessment of property. 

TRAFFIC SAFETY ASSOCIATION OF 
MACOMB COUNTY 

State law allows each county to establish coun­
tywide traffic safety organizations. In 1965 the County 
established the Traffic Safety Association of Macomb 
County to provide assistance to all public officials in 
dealing with traffic safety matters, and to work with 
the general public in accident prevention through edu­
cation. Programs included are school safety, crossing­
guard training and senior citizen safety, which are pre­
sented at no cost. 

Operating funds und leadership are provided by 
local communities, the county and private industry. In 
addition to direct assistance to communities. the As­
sociation develops public information for the motoring 
public to assist in making Macomb a safer place for 
everyone to drive and walk in. Also provided are Na· 
tion~1 Safety Council Defensive Driving Courses for a 
nominal fee. 

The Alcohol Highway Safety Program is adminis­
tered by the Association. The program is an educa­
tional approach to the problem of drinking and driving. 
Judges and Secretary of State personnel refer partici­
pants to the program. 

VETERANS AFFAIRS 
This department provides assistance to veterans 

and/or their dependents with filing claims for federal 
benefits with the Veterans Administration. These ben­
efits consist of disability compensation, pensions for 
veterans, pensions for widows and/or minor children, 
federal burial allowances, headstones, government life 
insurance, educational and vocational programs and 
medical and dental outpatient treatment or hospitali­
zation in Veterans Administration hospitals. 

The Veterans' Affairs department also administers 
the county burial allowance program, the soldiers' re­
lief program and the Michigan Veterans Trust Fund. 
Special counseling is furnished on many problems af­
fecting the veteran and/or his dependents.
