








MACOMB COUNTY CRIMINAL JUSTICE
MANAGEMENT INFORMATION SYSTEM
(MACMIS)

The Macomb County Criminal Justice Management
Information system is an umbrella for the County’s Com-
puterized Jail Information System that is integrated
with the National Law Enforcement Information Net-
work. This system functions under a MACMIS Policy
Committee which is represented by the Circuit Court
Prosecuting Attorney’s Office, Sheriff Department and
Macomb County M LS. Department. The system services
each such department as well as the Probation Depart-
ment, Judicial Aide, and Friend of the Court. This Com-
mittee is appointed by the Board of Commissioners, is
responsible for establishing policy that protects the priva-
¢y of individuals identified in the information system
maintained by MACMIS and to regulate the collection,
maintenance, use and dissemination of information in
accordance with Federal, state and local legislation.

The MACMIS system is an integrated, comprehensive
criminal justice system for courts - progecutors - correc-
tions components and is designed to provide a compre-
hemnsive method for timely data capture, access and re-
trieval of information. The Policy Committee reviews ap-
plications for terminal requests, provides security checks
for all personnel assigned to have access to the computer-
ized information, processes complaints against person-
nel for security viclations, provides users training, dis-
semination of authorized material and acts aa liaison for
courts, law enforcement, and corrections components of
the local criminal justice system.

MACOMB/ST. CLAIR PRIVATE
INDUSTRY COUNCIL, INCORPORATED

Macomb County receives federal funds under the Job
Training Partnership Act (JTPA) to operate an employ-
ment and training program which leads to unsubsidized
employment for unskilled adults and youth.

To gualified residents of Macomb or St. Clair Shores
all services are free. A variety of activities include Class-
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room and On-the-Job Training, as well as special pro- -
grams for in-school youth and a summer jobs program
for young people 14 to 21 years of age. The Macomb/St.
Clair Private Industry Council also administers special
retraining programs targeted at dislocated workers and
individuals who are 55 years of age or older and interest-
ed in job placement.

In addition to assisting unemployed residents of
Macomb and St. Clair Counties to enter the workforce.
the Private Industry Council provides incentives to busi-
ness to hire JTPA participants by providing wage reim-
bursement of up to 50% during the training period.
Additionally, the PIC contributes funding to economic
development activities that generate employment oppor-
tunities.

MACOMB INTERMEDIATE
BOARD OF EDUCATION

The Board of Education provides a variety of services
for local school districts, including business and instruc-
tional computer support, instructional and non-
ingtructional consulting, instructional media support,
and consulting/clinical services for handicapped children
and their parents.

In addition, the Board operates six schools serving the
more severely mentally and emotionally impaired; pro-
vides instructional and support services for autistic im-
paired; early intervention services for handicapped chil-
dren from birth to age three; transportation for all stu-
dents attending its schools; and auxillary support ser-
vices for handicapped students enrolled in local school
districts. In another area, the District assists the State
Department of Education in auditing roles and in teacher
certification recording and reporting. The District serves
as a middle agency in the three tier school system (State
— Intermediate — Local) servicing both State and local
schools.

MANAGEMENT INFORMATION SYSTEMS

This department is maintained by the Board of Com-
migsioners to assist all county departments and agen-
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cies in analyzing and implementing improvements in of-
fice procedures, and where feasible, to design and im-
plement computer data processing systems for more ef-
ficient and economical operation.

Management Information Systems is composed of 4 sec-
tions: Computer data processing operations, systems,
data entry, and communications support.

Data processing operations maintains a computer and
the peripherals necessary to provide fast and efficient
record keeping and report preparation.

Systems is charged with the responsibility of survey-
ing, proposing, and implementing improvements in of-
fice procedures, and where feasible, to automate manu-
al proecedures.

The data entry section is respongible for all informa-
tion required as input to the computer, and is also respon-
sible for the data via computer terminals, and the train-
ing of terminal operators.

The communications section is responsible for the tech-
nical and operational support of county terminals, per-
sonal computers, and printers utilized by county depart-
ments.

PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION

The ten member Commisgion was established in 1966
by the Board of Commissioners for the study, acquisi-
tion and development of needed parks and open space.
Functioning under the Board of Commissioners, the
Commission developed the William Tuckar County Park
on the Clinton River Spillway and the Freedom Hill
County Park at 15000 Metropolitan Parkway near
Schoenherr Road. The Freedom Hill County Park, is the
scene of many events including festivals, shows and mu-
sical events. Located in the park is the multi-purpose In-
dependence Building. The William Tuckar County Park
hosts picnicking and fishing.

PLANNING COMMISSION

The Department of Planning and Economic Develop-
ment includes the Macomb County Planning Commis-
sion, ereated under the County Planning Act, P.A. 282,
of 1945, as amended. Established in 1956, the eleven
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member Planning Commission is responsible for examin- -
ing the existing needs of the County, projecting future
growth for the next 20 to 30 years, and suggesting a
means by which this growth can be guided. The Depart-
ment of Planning and Economic Development provides
staff support for the Planning Commission.

Primary activities of the Department of Planning and
Economic Development include research, program de-
velopment and undertaking special projects for the Board
of Commissioners as well as providing planning, graph-
ic arts and audio-visual assistance to other County
departments. The Planning Staff conducts a wide range
of major program activities under the direct auspices of
the Board of Commissioners. Major projects which are
being given high priority are transit coordination, solid
waste planning, public safety planning, the Board of
Commissioners’ Annual Report to the Macomb County
citizens, and the monitoring of major thoronghfare and
public transportation programs.

In addition, the Department prepares detailed maps
of the County and individual municipalities, including
school districts and road systems. It is the central coor-
dinating office for U.8. Census activities and also pre-
pares statistical reports on population, economic, land
use and other planning related activities.

Community Development activities include adminis-
tration of the Community Development Block Grant Pro-
gram which is designed to address the needs of low and
moderate income persong. Participating municipalities
are eligible for community improvement and single fam-
ily housing rehabilitation projects.

Economic Development activities include promotion of
business and industrial expansion activity in the Coun-
ty through the Macomb County Community Growth Al-
liance, the Business Assistance Network, and the Area
Development Office. Primary responsibilities include ef-
forts to retain existing businesses and attract new busi-
nesses, assistance for initiation or expansion or business-
es, and assistance in financial and site location.
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PLAT BOARD

A plat is a plan or description for subdividing land.
State law requires that a County Plat Board be created
to examine and pass upon all proposed plats as to suit-
ability, comformity to general plan, possible conflicts
with other plats and conformance with street and alley
layouts of adjacent plats. This board consists of the Chair-
man of the Board of Commissioners, the County Clerk
and Register of Deeds and the County Treasurer.

PROBATE COURT

The Court has exclusive jurisdiction for: the adminis-
tration of deceased persons’ estates; inter-vivos and
testamentary trusts; appointment of guardians and con-
servators for minors and legally incapacitated adults; de-
termination and administration of disappeared persons’
estates; name changes; secret marriages and waiver of
certain requirements to obtain a marriage license; civil
proceedings regarding the mentally ill and developmen-
tally disabled person,

The Juvenile Division of Probate Court has original
jurisdiction in cases involving juvenile delinquents,
neglected and dependent children, adoptions and cases
involving juvenile delinquents under 17 years of age and
concurrent jurisdiction with Circuit Court for those 17
years of age,

RADIO DEPARTMENT

The Radio Department has the responsibility of sys-
tem design, maintenance and coordination of municipal
public safety radio systems for Macomb County and its
political subdivisions. This includes all Federal Commu-
nications Commission licensing, writing specifications
for and acting as consultant to the various police, fire,
highway maintenance, departments of public works, and
other agencies using two way radios, Macomb is the only
county in the state offering this service for the benefit
of the public.
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REIMBURSEMENT DEPARTMENT

The department handles accounts established by the
Probate Courts and other County agencies. This includes
auditing time and costs, investigating the ability of
responsible persons and making a recommendation to
Probate Court. The main responsibility is insuring that
the County is reimbursed to the maximum degree for
costs incurred through Juvenile Court, Probate Court-
Mental Division, Attorney Fees, Resident County
Hospitalization Program, and other misecellaneous ac-
counts. The department works closely with the Probate
Courts, State of Michigan, Social Security Administra-
tion, and Friend of the Court.

BOARD OF ROAD COMMISSIONERS

The three Road Commissioners are appointed by the
Board of County Commissioners to operate the Road
Commission in accordance to the procedures as outlined
in Act 51 of Public Acts of 1951, as amended.

The duties of the Road Commissioners are to formu-
late policies and oversee their implementation. The Road
Commission receives their main revenues from the State
gasoline and weight tax, The Commission constructs,
operates and maintains 2,942 lane miles of County pri-
mary and local roads and 756 bridges and drainage struc-
tures. Further, the Road Commission maintains 166
miles of State Trucklines and Freeways, under contract,
for the Michigan Department of Transportation.

SOCIAL SERVICE BOARD

The law requires that each county create a Social Ser-
vices Board consisting of three members. The Board is
respongsible for supervising and evaluating the adminis-
tration of adult hospitalization, medical care facilities
(Martha T. Berry Memoria] Medical Care Facility} and
county foster care for children, The Board also represents
the “public interest” and assures appropriate accounta-
bility for programs and services administered by the
Macomb County Department of Social Services.
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DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES

The program and administrative costs of the Depart-
ment are both state and federally funded. The employees
are classified as state employees under the jurisdiction
of the rules and regulations established by the Michi-
gan Civil Service Commission as well as by labor con-
tracts. The County department, under the direction of
the Michigan Department of Social Services, administers
the following financial assistance programs — Aid to De-
pendent Children, Food Stamps, Medical Assistance,
State Disability Assistance, State Emergency Relief,
State Family Agsistance and State Medical Program. It
also administers the following social services programs
— Children's Protective Services, Adult Protective Ser-
vices, Adoption, Foster Care, Community based services
for Delinquent Children, Foster Care Home licensing,
Employment and Training programs, Adult Services and
Prevention Services for Families, and Child Care Ser-
vices.

TAX ALLOCATION BOARD

State law requires that each county have a board to
allocate the constitutional 15 mill tax levy between the
county, townships and school districts, on the basis of
need, as determined by a survey of the tentative bud-
gets submitted by each of the units.

BOARD OF TAXATION
(EQUALIZATION DEPARTMENT)

This department maintains assessment and equaliza-
tion records, surveys, assessments and assists the Board
of Commissioners in the matter of equalization of assess-
ments and assists the local assessing officers in the per-
formance of any duties imposed upon such officers. This
includes development and maintenance of accurate prop-
erty descriptions, the discovery, listing and valuation of
properties for tax purposes and the development and use
of uniform evaluation standards and techniques for the
assessment of property.
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TRAFFIC SAFETY ASSOCIATION OF
MACOMB COUNTY

State law allows each county to establish countywide
traffic safety organizations. In 1965 the County estab-
lished the Traffic Safety Association of Macomb County
to provide assistance to all publie officials in dealing with
traffic safety matters, and to work with the general pub-
lic in accident prevention through education. Programs
included are school safety, crossing-guard training and
senior citizen safety, which are presented at no cost.

Operating funds and leadership are provided by local
communities, the county and private industry. In addi-
tion to direct assistance to communities, the Association
develops public information for the motoring public to
assist in making Macomb a safer place for everyone to
drive and walk in. Also provided are National Safety
Council Defensive Driving Courses for a nominal fee.

The Alcohol Highway Safety Program is administered
by the Association. The program is an educational ap-
proach to the problem of drinking and driving. Judges
and Secretary of State personnel refer participants to the
program.

VETERANS AFFAIRS

This department provides assistance to Veterans'
and/or their dependents filling out the necessary forms
to file claims for Federal benefits with the United States
Department of Veteran Affairs on a large cross section
of human resources. Some of the claims that are filed
are Disability Compensation, Veterans’ and Widows’ Pen-
sion, Home Loans, Dependency and Indemnity Compen-
sation, Vocational Rehabilitation Traiming, Federal, State
and County Burials, Military Affairg, Government Life In-
surance, Educational Claims, VA Medical Treatment, Ap-
peals on Veterans’ Claims, Career Development Counsel-
ing, Discharge Upgrades and Review of Military Records.

Also included, is the Michigan Veterans’ Trust Fund,
County Soldiers and Sailors Relief program, WWI Vete-
rans Hospital program, as well as, Guidance and Coun-
seling on many problems affecting the Veterans’ and/or
their dependents.
