donation of non-perishable food. Parking is free.

“The Emergency Food Program helped 64,000 Macomb County residents last year,” said
Sue Figurski, the emergency food coordinator for the Macomb Food Program. “Food
drives and special events like L.E.T.S. E.A.T. allow us to help more people in need. We

are very grateful for the community support we receive.”

Five years ago, Peter Randazzo of Randazzo Mechanical in Shelby Township went to
donate food to a local food pantry. After seeing that the organization’s supply of
emergency food was less than what was in his pantry at home, he decided to get

personally involved.
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After contacting the Macomb Food Program and learning more about the community’s
needs, Randazzo wanted to do more than just give money; he wanted to encourage
others to help. The result was the first L.E.T.S. E.A.T. food Drive and fundraiser in 2002.

The event has grown each year. Last year, 377,985 pounds of food were raised.
