Great Lakes National Cemetery
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From Detroit Metro Airport and south of
Detroit, take I-94 west to I-275 north about
18 miles to I-96 west toward Lansing and
drive about 18 miles. Take US 23 north to
Flint. Take Thompson Road (Exit 84), turn
right and continue to Fenton Road. Turn left
on Fenton to Baldwin Road. Turn right on
Baldwin to Holly Road. Turn right on Haolly
to Belford Road. Turn left on Belford. The
cemetery is on the right.

From north of Detroit, take |-75 north about
46 miles to Holly Road (exit 108). Turn left
onto Holly Road, then turn left onto Belford
Road.

From Bishop Airport in Flint, merge ontc
[-75 South (exit 133) toward Ann Arbor/
Detroit. Take Holly Road (exit 108) toward
Grand Blanc. Turn right onto Holly Road,
then left on Belford Road.
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angements

A husband and wife are interred in the
same plot unless both were veterans: In
that case, they may be buried side by side in
separate plots. Cremated remains are buried
either in the ground in specially designated
sections aof the cemetery, placed ina
columbaria niche or the scatter garden,

All veterans interred at a naticnal cemetery
are eligible for a headstone or marker. It
normally takes less than 60 days following
a burial for the headstone or marker to be
completed and in place.

Burials and interments are scheduled at
30-minute intervals between 9 a.m. and
2:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, except for
federal holidays. Out of respect for all
persons buried that day, the cemetery’s main
flag is lowered to half-staff 30 minutes before
the first service, where it remains until
30 minutas following the last servica.

Floral Policy

We welcome and encourage fresh-cut
flowers throughout the year and provide
flower containers far gravesite display.
Cemetery visitors are free to use the
confainers located in receptacles placed
throughout the grounds. Once the blooms
are spent or damaged by weather, they are
removed. They also may be remaoved for
routine mowing or other maintenance.

Artificial flowers are only allowad after
the end of mowing operations in the fall on
October 15th and must be removed when
mowing operations resume in the spring on
March 15th.

On Easter and Memorial Day, potted
plants and artificial flowers may be placed
on gravesites 10 days befare through
10 days following the holiday. During
the holiday season, from December 15t
through January 20th, seasonal flaral items
and gravesite blankets may be placed on
gravesites.

To maintain the dignity of the cemetery,
commemorative items, balloons, pinwhesls,
glass items, votive lights, statues, shepherd’s
hooks and permanent plantings, among
other items, are not allowed.

No item or object may be attached to a
headstone or marker in a national cemetery.
Animals may eat fresh flowers and
arrangements.

History and
Background

The property was purchased on
Movember 21, 2002 for 56.2 million. The
property had been owned by the Horton
Family for over 160 years.

A groundbreaking ceremony was held
on Cctaber 14, 2004 and was attended
by aver 1,400 people. The first phase of
construction began in October 2004,

The 544.3 acre site will be developed
in phases over the next several decades.
The cemetery will be able to accomodate
hundreds of thousands of vetarans and
their family membears.

The cemetery began burial operations
October 17, 2005 and currently averageas
six burials per day. On November 11,
2005, the Great Lakes Mational Cemeteary
Aavisory Council hosted the first annual
Veteran's Day Ceremony.

As part of the program, the Avenue of
Flags was established by raising the first
34 flags on poles donated by various
Veterans Service Organizations and
community groups. A formal dedication
was held June 3, 2006.

Before we can approve burial of a veteran,
spouse, or dependent, we must have proof of
the veteran’s eligibility. The best way to prove
eligibility is with documentation of service
and discharge, such as the DD Form 214. Once
eligibility is determined, we can schedule the
burial.

National cemetery bengfits include: a burial
plot; assistance with a committal service;
gravesite opening and closing; a headstone,
gravesite marker, or columbarium cover
with inscriptions; a United States burial flag:
perpetual care of the gravesite; and a
mematrial certificate sighed by the President.
Funeral directors’ services are not covered.

Almost all veterans are eligible for military
honors, which may be requested through the
family’s funeral director and are provided by
the Department of Defense.

Gravesites are assigned and cannot be
selected in advance, Assignments are made
without regard to rank, ethnic or religious
background, branch of service or other factors.
